GENERAL PRACTICE TRAINING SCHEME

We are a recognised teaching practice and are involved in the provision of further training for a number of health professionals and students.  

GP Registrars

These are qualified doctors intending to specialise in general practice who are invited to join the practice for a period of six months.  Please consult them as you would consult one of the partners.

Medical Students

As an integral part of their undergraduate medical education students are required to accompany GP’s in their surgeries and on home visits.  Patients’ co-operation is extremely valuable and much appreciated.  However, no intrusion on the privacy of the consultation will take place against your wishes.  You will be informed on checking in at the desk if a student is present and given the opportunity to see the doctor alone.

Student Nurse/Health Visitor

Again, as part of their training, student nurses and health visitors are required to have placements in general practice and the community, and will on occasion accompany the district nurses/health visitor.  We are grateful for your co-operation.

Video recording consultations

As part of our training  role we occasionally video record consultations.  This is only done with the patient’s full consent.

In addition, patients’ records may be examined by doctors from outside the practice.  These doctors are assessing the standard of care we provide and are, at all times, bound by the rules of confidentiality.  If you have any objections to this please inform us so we may mark your records accordingly.
